Play a game of “Please, May I ” Take turns being the 

person who asks to take the steps. 

For example: “Please, may I take 3 baby steps?” or 

“Please, may I take 5 giant steps?”

KNOW that sometimes asking for things is hard 

but asking for forgiveness from Jesus is easy.

Forgiveness
for Me and You!

Pray and ask God to help you see when you need to 

ask for forgiveness. Feel free to say your own prayer 

or pray something like this:

“Dear God, I pray that I can know when I need 

to ask for forgiveness from others and from You. 

Allow me chances to see what I can do for others. I 

love you, Amen.”

THINK about praying for yourself and others 

when you need to forgive and be forgiven.
